Whereby it is agreed as follows:

§1

 Subject of Agreement

1.1.  The subject hereof shall be collaboration of the Parties aimed at development of cooperation between the Parties and:

          1.1.1. furthering development of Olympic, non-Olympic and professional applied kinds of sport that became popular among the police forces;

          1.1.2. furthering international sports relationship between the police forces on worldwide.

1.2 International Union of Police Sports (USIP) and USIP Member shall construct their relationships upon the principles of constructive cooperation, mutual respect and mutual interests.

§2

Obligations of the Parties
2.1. The USIP Member shall hereby undertake:

2.1.1. to comply with the Statute and other regulatory documents of USIP, participate in sports and organizational events, which shall be held  under the auspices of USIP;
2.1.2. to pay annual membership fees and participation fee for sport competition as per an invoices issued by USIP. Participation in all competitions must to be confirmed by a set of forms, which  to be sent to USIP by e-mail, according to the Rules of running of the USIP competitions
2.2. International Union of Police Sports (USIP) shall hereby undertake:

2.2.1. to provide of methodological and practical assistance in organizing and preparing the World Police Championships and other international  sporting events  according to  the  schedule approved by the relevant authorities of the USIP. 
2.2.2.  to inform  the USIP Member on prospects and main directions of USIP activity;

§3 

Liability of the Parties

3.1. In event of failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment of the obligations hereunder the party in default shall be held liable as provided for by the international laws

3.2. Either of the Parties shall not be held liable for the obligations of the other Party.

3.3.Any disputes arising out hereof or related hereto shall be settled through negotiations between the parties and in compliance with the international law.

§4

Termination of The Agreement

4.1 Should either of the parties fail to fulfill or fulfill improperly its obligations hereunder, the other party shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement at its sole discretion and demand indemnification of losses incurred due to such termination.

4.2 Should  further cooperation be deemed to be impossible or inexpedient or should any negative consequences be deemed to terminate this Agreement and such suggestion shall be subject to consideration within 30 days.
§5

Special Conditions

5.1. The terms and conditions hereof  shall be equally binding for both parties and may be amended subject to mutual agreement of the parties.

5.2. Any amendments hereto shall be made in a form of an instrument in writing subsequently executed by an authorized representative of each party and shall be deemed an integral part hereof.

§6 

Miscellaneous

6.1. This agreement is executed in two counterparts, one for each Party ,and both having equal legal force.

6.2. While executing this Agreement the Parties shall undertake to maintain business contracts and take any necessary actions to ensure execution to the terms and conditions hereof.

§7

Effective Period of the Agreement

7.1. The Agreement shall be concluded for the indefinite period and shall come into effect from  the signing date. Either party may terminate this agreement at least of two months before the end of each calendar year. The termination must be made in writing.
7.2. This Agreement may be amended or supplemented upon mutual consent of both Parties.

7.3.  This Agreement is printed in two copies which having equal legal force.
